BLUE (5) Trail passes through a very interesting rock formation just below a knob found at 1885'
From RED (1) trail to junction with YELLOW Trail 0.34 Strenuous

BLUE (6) Trail connects Winter Unit #1 with the ORANGE (2) Trail at the Plateau pavilion shelters
From Winter Unit #1 to the ORANGE (2) Trail 0.35 Moderate

BLUE (7) Trail starts near Council Point, passes through a rock quarry, and ends at BLUE Trail (6)
From Summit Lake (between Summer Unit #12 and Council Point) to BLUE Trail (6) 0.12 Strenuous

BLUE (8) Trail connects the ORANGE (2) Trail at the Plateau pavilion shelters to the GREEN Trail
